South Jersey Area Local Constitution Regarding Local Elections


ARTICLE XI - CONVENTIONS, DELEGATES, NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

       SEC. A. ELIGIBILITY.


 
1.  Any Local Officer making application, in writing, for a position of management shall within ten (10) days of that application resign his/her position with the APWU and if such resignation is not forthcoming, the South Jersey Area Local Executive Board shall, upon conclusive evidence, declare said office vacant and appoint a successor.


 
2.  Any postal employee eligible to be a member of the American Postal Workers Union who voluntarily holds a managerial, supervisory or EAS position with responsibility for issuing of recommending discipline, or applying or interpreting the National Agreement for the equivalent of one (1) pay period in a year shall be ineligible to hold office in the South Jersey Area Local, American Postal Workers Union, be a delegate to any convention, or become a shop steward, so long as the employee continues to serve in such position and for a period of one (1) year from the time the employee vacates such position.

Any postal employee who has submitted an application to a managerial, supervisory, or EAS position with responsibility for issuing or recommending discipline or for applying or interpreting the National Agreement shall withdraw such application prior to acceptance of nomination for any office in the South Jersey Area Local American Postal Workers Union.  Upon nomination, the candidate must certify that he/she has not served in a managerial or supervisory capacity during the twelve (12) month period prior to the nomination.


 
3.  Any postal employee who shall voluntarily, after August 31, 1984, holds, accepts or applies for any managerial or supervisory position, EAS position or the PASS Program, for any period of time, whether one day or a fraction thereof, either detailed, acting, probationary or permanently, shall immediately vacate any office held by that member in the South Jersey Area Local, American Postal Workers Union, AFL-CIO.

      
4.  Any member in good standing as of January 1st in the year of the election shall be eligible to be a candidate for office or convention delegate.****  

     SEC. B.  ELECTION OF OFFICERS

            1.  Nominations for office will be made from the floor at the September General Membership meeting.  Offices will be listed in the same order as they appear in Article IV of this Constitution.  Incumbents will be listed first, alphabetically thereafter.



2.  No member can run for more than one office in this Local, during same election.

            3.  The President shall name an election committee at the September general membership meeting.  Election committee members shall not be a candidate for election while serving on such committee.  The election committee shall be responsible for the conduct of the election and shall decide all controversies arising out of the election process.  Any member who feels aggrieved in connection with the conduct of the election shall file a written grievance, with the election committee, within seventy-two (72) hours after the grievance arises (for the purpose of this article, the term "election" shall include nomination procedures).



4.  The election committee shall take care of all matters pertaining to the election.  The ballots shall be returned to the election committee by the 15th of November or the first business day thereafter.  The records of the Secretary-Treasurer as of September 1 in the year of the election will be determining factor of a member in good standing and shall be mailed a ballot.  (The Latest Dues Printout on file on September 1 in the year of the election will be the determination of a member of good standing).



5.  Nominees will be declared elected when they receive more votes, for that office, than any other candidate.



6.  Spoiled ballots will be ballots which bear more than one mark for candidates in contested elections.  Illegal markings on the face of ballots such as witty remarks, etc., will result in those ballots being declared spoiled.



7.  The term of office shall be three (3) years and shall commence January 1



8.  All ballots will be saved for a period of one (1) year according to law.
